The successor to Forensic Epidemiology is here – Community Based Emergency Response Seminars (CBERS). Our intent is to bring partners together annually to work through scenarios of current interest. This year’s topic is Isolation & Quarantine. The main objective of the 1-day session is to encourage inter-agency dialogue on the roles and issues of implementing mandatory isolation & quarantine. The seminar includes speakers from various agencies and a tabletop exercise.
